APPLES

CHERRIES

FULFORD GALA: A solid blush strain of Gala originating in
Hastings, New Zealand. The Fulford strain matures up to
one week ahead of other Gala strains. Fulford Gala is a
larger-sized Gala finishing with a blush rather than a stripe.
Itis not a good keeper, but it is an excellent choice to start
the roadside or pick-your-own Gala season.

EARLY GOLDRUSH: Best known for its remarkable keep-
ing qualities, GoldRush will keep in regular cold storage
approximately 10 or 11 months. Fruit is crisp and tart off
the tree and develops its sugars in storage. GoldRush re-
sists oxidation when cut, making a nice, yellow sauce, and
the fruit also bakes very well. Resistant to scab and mil-
dew. Pollinators: All apples listed (Semi-Dwarf)

HONEYCRISP: The fruit is mostly orange-red with a
yellow background. This crisp, juicy, sweet-tart apple has a
rich flavor that has made it "#1" in taste panels. The fruit
averages 3 inches and stores well. Outstanding winter har-
diness. Honeycrisp is moderately resistant to apple

scab. Tree is non-vigorous and late blooming. Great for
eating fresh. Pollinators: All apples listed (Semi-Dwarf)

DAYBREAK-Fuiji: An early sport of Fuji, discovered at
Twin Springs Fruit Farm, Orrtanna, Pennsylvania. The fruit
is large with a pink-red blush over 80 percent of the fruit
surface. The finish of the fruit and productivity of the tree
are exceptional. The tree is precocious on any rootstock.
Maturing four to five weeks ahead of conventional Fuiji,
Daybreak™ Fuji provides an opportunity to harvest high-
quality Fuji in mid-September. This is an excellent choice
for both retail and wholesale markets.

PEACHES

CORAL STAR®: Coral Star is a large, beautiful, 3" free-
stone peach with 80% coral red fruit. The flesh is firm and
clear with wonderful sweet flavor. CoralStar® holds well on
the tree, in the cooler, and does not brown when cut. Its
size and quality make it a star for local sales or shipping. It
ripens with multiple pickings over a long period and will
produce heavy tonnage per acre. The tree is hardy and
resistant to bacterial spot.

REDHAVEN : Redhaven is the standard by which all early
peaches are judged. The flesh is firm and yellow with a
smooth texture. The tree is vigorous and early bearing. An
attractive red and golden skin color further enhances its
popularity. Redhaven is excellent for canning and shipping
for the fresh market.

ATTIKA® (sweet): A large black cherry with a long stem that
is firm yet juicy. This variety comes from the Czech Republic
and bears fruit of excellent quality. Attika® blooms later than
other sweets and is ideal for growing areas where late spring
frosts are a problem. Attika® should be paired with other late
blooming cherry varieties for best pollination.

BLACKGOLD™ (sweet): Another new introduction from Cor-
nell University, BlackGold™ is a self-fertile dark sweet cherry.
It ripens approximately seven days later than Bing, is late
blooming, and somewhat frost resistant. The variety demon-
strates good hardiness in cooler growing areas. BlackGold™
is a good pollinizer for late-blooming varieties.

STARDUST ™ (sweet): A late-season, last blooming, self-
fertile sweet cherry. A firm cherry with a blush finish and clear
yellow flesh. This variety has good size as well as great fresh
eating qualities. Tree is winter hardy and somewhat tolerant to
spring frost.

JUBILEUM® (tart): An early ripening, very polar, high quality
variety, is prized for its large, firm, very dark purple fruit. It's
great for fresh eating and for making delicious juice and pre-
serves. Pollinator: Self-fertile. Ripens July-August

ASPARAGUS

JERSEY KNIGHT: High yields! Extra large, uniform, tender
spears. Good for fresh eating, cooking or making salads.
Matures from early April through mid-May. Cold-hardy and
heat-tolerant. Sold in package of 10 plants.

BLACKBERRIES

TRIPLE CROWN: The plants yield large, glossy black
fruits that are pleasantly firm. A tasty blend of sweet-
ness and tartness. Fruit ripens from about mid July to
mid August. Plants can be trellised or grown upright.
Heat-tolerant. Self-pollinating. Sold in packages of 2
plants.

PRIME ARK FREEDOM: Harvest berries with ease
from thornless, upright canes. Primocanes fruit first, fol-
lowed by a second crop on older canes. Fruit is large,
firm, and sweet. Disease-resistant to rust. Everbearing
primocane. Early season. Drought tolerant. Cold-hardy.
Ripens in July until frost. Self-pollinating. Sold in pack-
ages of 2 plants.




BLUEBERRIES STRAWBERRIES

SEASCAPE: Released from California in 1992. A
very large, hardy, heavy producing variety with firm
fruit, good color and flavor when picked ripe. Very
good choice for roadside and farmer’s markets for
summer and fall production

BLUERAY: An early mid season berry. The fruit is very large
and firm, but softens quickly which limits shipping value. It
produces an aromatic flavor good for pies and jam. The clus-
ters are large and very tight. The bush is vigorous and pro-
ductive. Self-pollinator.

GALLETTA: Early season, large, firm, bright red very
attractive high quality fruit that ripens early. Shows
more tolerance to anthracnose fruit rot than either
Camarosa or Chandler.

PATRIOT: An early season berry The fruit is large, small
scarred with good color, and has very good flavor. The bush
is vigorous, upright and relatively open.

NORTHBLUE: Low Bush Northblue Blueberry is a small

shrub that is typically grown for its edible qualities. It produces
clusters of blue round berries which are usually ready for pick-
ing in mid summer. The berries have a sweet taste and a juicy

texture.
